6.  Sailing Clinic:  Zack the knife is ON!!!!  


Zack Clayton has agreed to a return engagement on June 18th.  Zack is a well-known Pro competitor on the MC and C scow circuits, sailing for Quantum/Inland
Sails.  Clinic participants in the last two years think Zack is one of the best coaches we've had.  For the past two years we have made this a free clinic to all participants so no excuse, put it on your calendar June 18th and expect to improve your skills.   Sign up will be at the Spring Brunch. Meet at Doug's place at 9:00 AM. Bring your lunch and something to drink. 


7.  Race Committee: 

OK here is the plan:
  a.  Curt and I will set the buoys before 9:00

  b.  One of the Race Committee girls will meet with the MC sailor/helper of the week at a point they choose at 9:00 and go out and anchor the Committee Boat at the starting line

  c.  They will start the race with the proper sequence of horns, but no flags. (see details  below)

  d.  After the race is started they will trail the fleet and serve as chase boat.

  e.  By the time the lead MC is rounding the last mark, they will have set the boat at the finish line.

  f.  They will record the sequence of finishers but no times. (When they arrive home, they will call Peter with the results. Peter will put the results on the spreadsheet and send it to John Hamilton, who in turn will put them on the Web page.)

  g.  They will pull up anchor and go home.

  h.  A designated sailor, after returning home, will take his power boat out and retrieve the buoys and put them at Doug’s. Bruce will do this in June, Scott in July and Dave Cleveland in August. 

We will try this plan and see how it goes.

8.  Race Committee Boat Service
Committee Boat service is important to the success of each race. Just like last year, for each race we need an able bodied sailor with a helper to assist the gal driving the boat. The basic duties are to drive the pontoon boat (yours or hers, decide between you two) to position it and handle the anchor, and to assist her by calling out the finishers.


The good news is that if you serve on the Committee Boat, you are awarded a third place finish for that race.  Bill Ingle will again be recruiting volunteers at the Brunch.  You can beat the crowd by contacting Bill (wingle3@attglobal.net or 847.724.8560) before the brunch.  The three LLYC regatta races are reserved for a non-sailor to serve on the Committee Boat so everyone can race in the regatta. 
 

9. Support the MC Scow Association


It's time to sign up for MCSA formerly IMCCSRA if you haven't done so yet.  You can signup on the www.mcscow.org  class website.  The site is also a good resource for information about MC Scow sailing, used boats, tuning guide, and links to other related sites. 
 

10.  Schedule 


The Yacht Club mailing should include a "2007 Events" card to hang on the wall. It includes the dates of all of our events (repeated below) as well as those of the Yacht Club.  
Races are in Green Lake unless noted.  We have two regular races plus the Harry S Truman race that are not in Green Lake.  This gives residents of Mill and Middle lakes an opportunity to watch some racing which they enjoy and it provides the sport some visibility.   
All races start at 10:00 AM, be there early.  If you expect to do well, come early enough to sail the course at least once.
 

11.  Trophies


Our Sailing Club (LLSC) provides lots of opportunities to win some gold. Our summer series includes all races except the Harry S Truman. 
The top 4 places at the end of the series are presented with a trophy to keep. 
Next is the Yacht Club Regatta Series. The LLSC is part of the LLYC and they sponsor a three race series each season. The winners of the series, 1st through 4th place winners are presented trophies provided by the Yacht Club. 
The Bradley Cup, Bud Wiser Cup, the Rojo Cup, the Cartland Cup, and the Harry S Truman Trophy are single race trophies presented to the winners of each of these races.  These are traveling trophies; the winners hold them for one year.
In addition to all of the above, if you win a race, but do not finish in the  top four spots of either series, and do not win a traveling trophy, you will receive a 1st place trophy for your win.

 
12.  Starting & Handicap System 


The first horn will be a 5 minute warning gun.

The second horn is the 4 minute in case you were not ready at the 5 minute horn
The third horn is the 1 minute before start horn

The fourth horn is the Start horn 

After the first Start, there will be another horn 2 minutes after the Start horn. This for the sailors who finished in the top three places of the first race. These sailors will start 2 minutes after the Start horn for the balance of the season unless they again finish in the top 3 places. When this happens, they then start at a horn that goes off 5 minutes after the Start horn.  

We will not be using Flags so keep your ears open.

If you go over the line early, the race committee will notify you and you will have to restart.

13.  Lake Beulah Regatta (The Galvanized Cup)  Sept 8 & 9

We missed the Galvanized Cup last year due to some organizational problems. This year we will host Beulah at Lauderdale.  We will need to plan on the logistics and outline the lessons learned from our first hosting event.  It worked well and will probably only need some fine tuning. 
Kenny and Betsy Ingle/Carolyn & Walker Johnson have agreed to have the Sunday trophy presentation and lunch at their place at Ingleside. Jim and Judi Johnson have agreed to organize the Club's efforts to making this all happen. It worked so well two years ago because so many people volunteered their time to make it work. We will need a similar effort this year. 
Maybe this year we will try a handicap system, similar but different from what Beulah did last year.  We will need to work out a plan and provide it to the Beulah
sailors before the race.  So please keep your calendars open. It will be the week after the Harry S Truman. 

14. Web Page   

John Hamilton has agreed to revive this sinking scow and bring it to life. He has done a lot of work on it hopes to have it going by Brunch Time. He will tell us all about it at the Brunch. Thanks John.
